and from the 2000’s to 1990’s -

Summary

A long term global unipolar and unilateral geopolitical and
military-strategic interest and aspiration of the United States of
Americain 1990’s was universalization of NATO, its globalization
and acceptance as a new and best system of security to have been
founded in Europe and the world. Since 1990’s up to present time
NATO has continued to exist and function for various reasons:
due to an inherent fear of Russia by the U.S. of America and its
most loyal Western allies; due to the NATO having been “the most
natural” form of American military and political presence, exi-
stence and survival as the world “superpower” and most influen-
tial non-European “European” force in Europe and in European
security affairs, or security dominance and control over Europe;
and perhaps the most important reason for that is that due to
all this abovementioned points the NATO has established itself,
and stayed that way, as a most efficient instrument of functioning
and survival of the United States of America as a global super-
power in the world affairs in general. For America, its possible
withdrawal from Europe, “slipping Europe through the hands”,
or American isolationism from Europe, would imply (and would
be comprehended in America as such) as the loss of global lea-
dership, domineering power and missionary role in the world for
everything that the heritage from the Second World War repre-
sents for the U. S. of America. For the United States of America,
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security-political dominance and control over Europe (and that
is what the U.S. of America have been doing with help of the NA-
TO) is the most important precondition and foundation of Ameri-
can total global international existence, identity and survival as
a planetary superpower, and in line with that, of its purpose for
its existence. If the NATO deserted the scene, credibility and mili-
tary-security dominance and presemce of the U. S. of America in
Europe would become meaningless. During all these “cold war’
and “post cold war” decades the NATO (with OSCE) has been
the only one and substantially vital political and military-security
buckle (connection) of the U.S. of America with Europe. Without
the NATO and its own dominant commandeering and high-tec-
hnological position within the NATO, the U.S. of America, simply
speaking, would not have anything to do in Europe, except to be
an occupational force! Iraqi occupation of Kuwait in August of
1990 and civil war in Yugoslavia, in particular the one in Bosnia
in 1992 were the needed and found formula that had to provide
“eternal youth” to the NATO.
