QUESTIONING OF NUCLEAR DETERRENCE
THEORY AND PRACTICE

Resume

The theory of nuclear deterrence has many shortcomings
with the most fundamental problem of rationality. We have offered
a improvement of rationality model by introducing the concept
of “constructed rationality”. Mutual understanding between
participants in the “game” of nuclear deterrence, we have seen,
may be essential to the success of deterrence.

The “second strike” capability without which there is no credible
threat of retaliation is not hard to achieve on the material level.
States are trying to reduce unauthorized use and technical
incidents to a minimum level but have limited success. The
paradox of nuclear weapons is reflected in the claims that stability
and peace between the major powers resulted of effective nuclear
deterrent, while on the other hand there is a consensus among
the countries that it is necessary in the long run to completely
remove nuclear arsenals.The classical deterrence theory, which
involves diversion of low-level conflict and conventional attack
requires some modifications. The experience has shown that
nuclear weapons have no effect on the outbreak of the crisis and
limited wars between nuclear powers. On the contrary, nuclear
deterrence increases the threshold of escalation and maneuver
until the edges over which there is no return. This threshold is a
nuclear war that countries want to avoid at all costs. The relations
between nuclear and non-nuclear states, nuclear weapons have
limited value because nuclear power may enter into conflict with
conventional nonnuclear power. There is assurance that non-
nuclear state can not conduct nuclear attack. In this hypothetical
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war, nuclear state will not resort to the nuclear option, unless her
vital interests are threatened. Nuclear weapons are a means of
last resort in war against non-nuclear opponent.

We have shown that it is very questionable whether nuclear
deterrence theory and practice are functionally correct, but the
most important is that the states itself (the ruling elites) believe
that strategy of nuclear deterrence truly works. Perhaps it would
be best in this case, to listen and paraphrase Pascal’s advice
about believing in God. We must believe in the nuclear deterrent
because the cost of error if we believe (and we were wrong) is
much lower than the price we will pay if we do not believe.
